Dear prospective parent,

Thank you for choosing to adopt from our home.  Haiti Children’s Home welcomes you to our extended family and we are delighted to be able to care for your little one and facilitate the adoption process for your family.   In order to ensure that everything goes smoothly from proposal, throughout the adoption process we need to share some information with you. 
There are a couple of documents we need before we can start you adoption process.  The two documents are:  agreement to payment of adoption fees and the agreement to post-placement reports.   Please download them from our website, sign and date, and notarize these documents and return them to us separate from your regular file.  These are the only documents that do not need to be translated into French and they do not need to be sent to the Haitian Consulate.  Please understand that we cannot begin to process your adoption until we have received these documents and the first half of your adoptions fees.  You may send them prior to your file arriving in Haiti if you wish or you may send them with the first half of your adoption fees at the time of child proposal.  Please see a brief explanation of the purpose of each document below.  
The agreement to payment is self-explanatory.   The breakdown of what the adoption funds are used for is as follows: the first half of your fees pays legal fees, legal documents, lab work and health certificates, psychological evaluation, and home study; it also pays the lawyer and various other people who help process your adoption.  The balance of the funds goes to pay for your child’s passport, immigration medical process and child care.  Please note that part of your adoption fees are for child support; failure to pay the fees means that HCH has a lack of funds available to provide child care.
The agreement to post-placement reports is to ensure that the requirements of the Haitian government regarding adoption are met.  The Haitian government uses these reports to make decisions about the future of international adoption in Haiti.  Your compliance plays a big role in whether the adoption program stays open and what laws are made.   The reports only need to be a couple of paragraphs long and include a few sentences about development, health and bonding of your child within your family.  The reports need to include at least 3 pictures.  Snap shots are best and pictures including interaction with other family members are preferred.  The updates given in your post-placement reports and copies of the pictures will be passed on to the biological family. No personal information such as your phone number, e-mail address or physical address will be given.  You may send the reports by mail or you may send them by e-mail to hchkids@yahoo.com.  If you choose to send the report by e-mail a charge of $5.00 USD does apply to cover the costs of printing.  
Other information you need to know:

Please be aware that it is the policy of Haiti Children’s Home that at least one parent come to pick up their child (ren) in Haiti when the adoption is complete (we recommend both come if possible).  We request that parents spend at least 4 full days with their child at HCH before leaving.  This allows the child a transition period and fosters a sense of security to the child.  When you are ready to travel, please contact us for details about our local hotel, plan your trip and get a list of recommended vaccines you should get before travel; please plan to provide emergency contact information when you contact us.    HCH does have a dress code; please contact us for more information before packing for your trip.  

If we feel the situation in Haiti is unstable at the time or the family has an emergency that causes them not to be able to travel we can sometimes waive the need for parents to come to Haiti.  This will be determined on a case-by-case basis and the arrival of the child may be delayed if we are short staffed at the time.  Please note that we do not drop children off at the airport to their parents in Haiti or in their new country and we will not release children to other family members or friends of the family.  If the parents cannot travel, the child will be sent home with someone from the HCH staff, no exceptions will be made.   In the event that someone needs to bring your child to you, we request that the transporter spend at least 3 days with you and your child before leaving you.  The arrangements for travel, cost of travel, including lodging and food for the child and round trip costs for the person transporting your child are the responsibility of the adoptive parent.
